Game Rules:
All games are played to 7 innings or a 2 hour time limit.  No new inning starts after 2 

hours.  There are no ties.  After the 2 hour time limit expires and the game is still tied,  
the game may go into extra innings.  All games are played with wood or composite 

wood bats.  The team that is shaded is the home team.  Speed up rules will be used to 
keep the game moving along.  These include courtesry runner for catcher, 25 second 

clock between pitches, 2 minutes between innings, and the ball should be returned 
directly to the pitcher after every out.
